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    Homosexual activists have created an environment in which freedom of speech and religion are at risk for people correcting misinformation those activists are spreading.  For example, students on some college cam-puses have been threatened with expulsion for merely expressing opinions challenging the prevailing pro-homosexual orthodoxy.


     For another example, a Swedish court actually sen-tenced a Pentecostal pastor to one month in prison after finding him guilty of offending homosexuals in a ser-mon.  The pastor said he was just making clear the bib-lical view on homosexuality.


     In Canada, a man was fined $5,000 for writing a letter to the editor opposing, in non-hateful language, the homosexual agenda.


     Numerous other examples of rank discrimination ag-ainst people who believe, on principle, that homosexual activity is immoral can be found in the section of our website titled “Liberalism’s Totalitarian Side.”


     Homosexuals say that special legislation is needed to protect those pursuing the lifestyle from “homo-phobes.”  Activists have used the “gay”-friendly media to convince Americans that those citing the facts you are reading seek to irrationally oppress these men and women.  These activists demand, in addition to the civil rights we all have, special legislation protecting their behavior as though it was like race or religious belief.  (Blacks and people of other races justifiably take of-fense to being compared to those voluntarily engaging in sexual aberrations.)


     Such legislation has been interpreted in Sweden, France, England, Scotland, the Netherlands, and Ca-nada so as to make the public presentation of medical, scientific, or religious information that negatively reflects on homosexuality a crime.  (This is no exag-geration.)  Activists claim that the truth about homosex-uality can foment “hate” and that having medical or scientific facts which support us should be no defense against criminal prosecution.  


    A well-known liberal attorney, Alan Dershowicz, was so disturbed by the lack of respect for free speech in certain liberal circles he’s on record as saying: “Political correctness is the most serious issue on col-lege campuses.  We are tolerating, and teaching, intol-erance and hypocrisy.”1  (That also applies to society at large, not just college campuses.) 


    Some teachers (who should know better) and stu-dents want to severely restrict our group’s free speech rights.  They want colleges to ban groups like ours from their campuses.  (A big reason they want to ban us is because they can’t intellectually defend their position on homosexuality, and they don’t want us pointing that out to you.)  They seek to censor our views as so-called “hate speech.”  If that doesn’t scare the daylights out of you, it should.  The fascists might come after your free speech rights next.


    There is a massive, sophisticated propaganda cam-paign taking place which has as its aim the “normal-ization” of homosexual activity.  Involved in this cam-paign is censorship, the publication of pro-homosexual falsehoods, and emotional manipulation.  Movies, TV _____


      





      








programs, music videos, newspaper and magazine sto-ries, etc., manipulatively promote the normalization of homosexual activity.


      You should know that the major media are domi-nated by pro-homosexual people who are trying to im-pose their values on you.  For example: “An analysis of federal records shows that the amount of money jour-nalists contributed so far this [2008] election cycle fa-vors Democrats by a 15:1 ratio over Republicans.”2

     Concerning that propaganda campaign, two homo-sexual authors, Marshall Kirk and Hunter Madsen, admit in their book After the Ball: “In any campaign to win over the public, gays must be portrayed as victims in need of protection, so straights will be inclined by reflex to adopt the role of protector....For that reason, we must forgo the temptation to strut our gay pride publicly to such an extent that we undermine our victim image.”3


     The “campaign will reach straights on an emotional level [as opposed to an intellectual one]”4 with a key goal being “desensitizing the public about gay issues.”5


(Would you prefer to be treated with dignity, to be rea-soned with, or to be emotionally manipulated?)


     Any information negatively reflecting on the homo-sexual community (like the billions of dollars the lifestyle costs society every year because of AIDS, disproportionately present in their population) is supposed to be considered  “hate speech” that should be legally censored!  


     The rational way to deal with homosexual activity is to treat it along the lines of the way we treat smoking.  We should discourage it in a way consonant with our democratic principles. Haven’t Americans demonstra-ted that they can reject smoking while not rejecting and hating those who smoke?


     Much has been learned in the last 50 years about ho-mosexuality.  Hopefully, the whole truth will get a hearing, not just the “truth” approved by “gay” acti-vists, because it is the whole truth that makes one free.
